MOVING SKETCHES

IzloZzba Moving Sketches donosi presjek rada hrvatske animatorice i autorice animiranih filmova
Jelene Oroz, &iji se umjetnicki izraz razvija kroz crtez, pokret i atmosferu. Kroz izbor originalnih
crteZa, skica, kadrova, vizualnih istraZivanja i isje€aka iz filmova, publika ima priliku zaviriti u
proces nastanka animiranog filma — od prve linije do oZivlienog kadra. Radovi Jelene Oroz
obiljeZeni su senzibilitetom za prostor, tiSinu i emocionalne nijanse svakodnevice, dok se u
sredidtu njezina interesa nalazi istraZivanje izraZajnih moguénosti 2D animacije, osobito ruéno
crtane i digitalne animacije. IzloZzba u okviru VAFI & RAFI festivala otvara prostor susreta publike s
animacijom kao medijem koji nastaje izmedu crteza i pokreta — strpljivo, intuitivno i autorski
osobno.

The exhibition Moving Sketches presents an overview of the work of Croatian animator and
animated film author Jelena Oroz, whose artistic expression evolves through drawing, movement,
and atmosphere. Through a selection of original drawings, sketches, frames, visual explorations,
and film excerpts, visitors are given the opportunity to glimpse the process of creating an animated
film — from the very first line to the fully animated frame.The works of Jelena Oroz are characterized
by a sensitivity to space, silence, and the emotional nuances of everyday life, while at the core of
her artistic interest lies the exploration of the expressive possibilities of 2D animation, particularly
hand-drawn and digital animation. As part of VAFI & RAFI festival, the exhibition creates a space
where audiences can encounter animation as a medium that emerges between drawing and
movement — patiently, intuitively, and with a deeply personal artistic approach.

Biografija

Jelena Oroz (1987) rodena je u Osijeku gdje zavriava prijediplomski studij likovne kulture na
Akademiji za umjetnost i kulturu. Magistrirala je animirani film i nove medije na Akademiji likovnih
umjetnosti Sveucilista u Zagrebu. Autorica je vise kratkometraznih animiranih filmova prikazanih na
brojnim festivalima animiranog filma, medu kojima se isticu Dva na dva, Pisma na kraju Sume i
Nema mjesta koji je nagraden nagradom ASIFA Hrvatske za najbolji profesionalni film u 2024.
godini. Osim autorskog stvaralastva, aktivno suraduje na projektima domacih i stranih autora, gdje
doprinosi kreiranju vizualnog identiteta animiranih filmova, oblikovanju likova, dizajnu scena i
kreiranju animacije. U svojstvu docentice predaje na Odsjeku za animirani film Akademije likovnih
umjetnosti Sveucilista u Zagrebu. U fokusu njezina umjetni¢kog i pedagoskog rada nalazi se
podruéje 2D animacije, s posebnim naglaskom na istraZivanje izraZzajnih moguénosti ruéno crtane
i digitalne animacije.

Jelena Oroz (1987) was born in Osijek, where she completed her undergraduate studies in
visual culture at the Academy of Arts and Culture. She earned her master's degree in animated film
and new media at the Academy of Fine Arts at the University of Zagreb. She is the author of
several short animated films showcased at numerous animation festivals, among which "Two on
Two," "Letters at the End of the Forest," and "No Place" stand out, with the latter winning the ASIFA
Croatia award for Best Professional Film in 2024.In addition to her own creative work, she actively
collaborates on projects with domestic and foreign authors, contributing to the creation of visual
identities for animated films, character design, scene design, and animation creation. As an
assistant professor, she teaches in the Department of Animated Film at the Academy of Fine Arts
at the University of Zagreb. The focus of her artistic and pedagogical work lies in the field of 2D
animation, with a particular emphasis on exploring the expressive possibilities of hand-drawn and
digital animation.
